GIVING

A Philanthropic Model for Leaving a Permanent
Legacy: Part |

The Bolen family, through giving to the
HOPE Foundation, has established itself
asamodel of philanthropy in Darke County
and has created arich tradition of selfless contribu-

tion to the greater good that will improve lives well

out into the future. The latest evidence of this family’s continued commit-
ment to giving to othersisthe recent establishment of a scholarship by Iris
and Robert Bolen. However, this story of giving beginsin late 1980’s.

Irene Bolen Scholarship Fund

Irene Bolen, the mother of Robert and Beth, was a teacher in the
1930's at Eastside Elementary School in Union City, Ohio, now part of the
Mississinawa Valley Local School District. After teaching, she served on the

school board there for many years. Her husband,
R.A. “Rube” Bolen, was the founding cashier at
Farmer’'s State Bank where Mrs. Bolen changed
careers from education to serving as a loan officer
at the bank. When Irene Bolen passed away in
1987, her daughter Beth Bolen Warner established
the Irene Bolen Memorial Scholarshipin her
memory and selected the HOPE Foundation to
administer the fund. The scholarship benefitsa
graduate from Mississinawa Valley High School
each year.

Prior to his work at Farmer’s State Bank,
Robert and Beth's father, Mr. R.A. Bolen estab-
lished the Bolen Mills Insurance Agency. Beth
worked at the agency directly out of college and
was running that agency when her father died in
1942. Marrying Glenn Warner, who formerly
served as the Clerk of Courts for Darke County
for 24 years, Beth moved to Greenville and
worked at the Vannoy
InsuranceAgency.
Beth Bolen Warner
served asthe organist
at the Presbyterian
Church in Greenville
aswell as at the White
Shrine Temple. She
was widely known for
playing the organ at
various funerals and
weddingsin the area.

Beth Bolen Warner Darke County Humane
Society Fund

Beth Bolen Warner always enjoyed cats as
pets. Most of them were acquired from the
Humane Society of Darke County, including
Samantha, a special cat who is being cared for
now by her brother and his wife, Robert and Iris
Bolen. Remembering where she found her
Samantha and other feline companions, Beth
Bolen Warner made provisions in her Last Will
and Testament that the Humane Society of Darke
County should continueto have her support even
after her death in 1996, on a permanent basis.
Consequently, that organization is the beneficiary
of ayearly disbursement from the Beth Bolen
Warner Darke County Humane Society Fund,
established in 1996, and administered by the
HOPE Foundation.

National Honor Fraternity, and Alpha Lambda
Delta. Mariawas aso a Salvation Army volun-
teer. She went on to study law at the University
of Toledo College of Law. At Toledo, Maria was
executive editor of the Toledo Journal of the
Great Lakes Law, Science & Policy and a
member of the University of Toledo Environmen-
tal Law Society. She was a Law School Ambassa-
dor and member of the Student Bar A ssociation.

It was following her graduation from law
school that Maria s greatest adventure beganin
her chosen field of law. Maria was a member of
the American Bar Association and the Florida Bar
Association, and at the time of her tragic passing,
shewas employed asa Trial Staff Attorney for
the Florida Tenth Judicial Circuit in Bartow,
Florida. Prior to moving to this position, Maria
prepared by working as alegal research associate
at Lexis-Nexis and also served as alaw clerk for
the United States Department of Agriculturein
the Office of the General Counsel, Natural
Resources Division in Washington, D.C.

This amazing young woman was taken
from ustoo soon, but she hasleft us alegacy and
example of goodness, hard work and dedication,
good humor, and caring for issues that affect all
of us. Her memory lives on in the form of the
Maria M. Macy Scholarship that will be given
annually to a graduate of Arcanum-Butler High
School.

Ansonia. Hiswife Iriswasthe Assis-
tant Vice-President of Union City Body
Company. Mr. Bolen also served on
Farmer's State Bank Board of Direc-
tors, now Old National Bank. Follow-
ing retirement, Mrs. Bolen was very
involved as a volunteer with senior
citizens through the Community Action
Partnership, formerly known as
SCOPE Darke County. They are also
active volunteers in collecting alumi-
num cans for the Shriner’s organiza-
tion.

Robert and Iris both grew up in the Union City area, and, therefore,
they established the Robert and Iris Bolen Memorial Scholarship to
enrich the life of a student pursuing college from Mississinawa Valley High
School. Mr. Bolen commented, “College is necessary to have a good job
and this necessity becomes more so as time goes on.” Mrs. Bolen added,
“Having no children and good jobs, and realizing what a good education
means, we wanted to help someone else.” Dealing with many health issues,
Iris Bolen added, “ Through our trials and tribulations, we made a decision
to help others.” The establishment of this scholarship through the HOPE
Foundation is one more example of how the Bolen family has given back to
the community where they have lived and found success and happinessin
their lives.

A
similar type of partnership will help enable the HOPE Foundation to grow in
service to the people of Darke County while becoming one of the county’s
major resources for receiving and distributing charitable gifts.

BECOMING A DONOR

he HOPE Foundation of Darke County isa public charity under
Federal tax lawswith giftsto the foundation being tax deductible.
Donations to the foundation can be made in several ways including:

[J Bequests...Specified gifts can be made by donors (through their
will or trust. Bequests to the foundation are deductible from federal and
estatetaxes.

[ Gifts and yearly contributions...Outright gifts of cash, securities
or real estate may be made to the Foundation. Such donations may result in
reduced income taxes and estate taxes depending on an individual’ s circum-
stances.

O LifeInsurance...Transferring ownership of a policy of insurance to
the foundation provides for a charitable income tax deduction in the amount
of the policy’s present value. Upon death, the life insurance proceeds are not
included as part of the donor’ s estate.

Donations may be made for a specified purpose or |eft to be used as
determined by the Foundation. Donors may also specify that the funds
donated be in memory or honor of another. If desired, donations may be
made anonymously.

These are just a few of the many ways you give through the HOPE
Foundation to benefit the citizens of Darke County. For more information,
contact your trust officer, accountant, financial advisor, attorney, investment
representative or HOPE Foundation trustee.

HOPE FUNDING GUIDELINES
hrough the years of the HOPE Foundation the number of named
funds established has multiplied to over 32 and the tota dollars
involved to 1.2 million. The resulting administrative complex-
ity has prompted the Board of Trustees to establish new guidelines for
the naming of funds.
B Permanent endowment: $25,000 and over
This endowment will remain in perpetuity with the income to be
distributed annualy to a designated charity.
B Designated fund: $10,000 - $24,999
This fund will be distributed for a pre-determined numberof yearsto a
designated charity. If thereisabaance remaining at the end of the
number of years established it will be retained or distributed for
charitable purposes as decided by the HOPE Board of Trustees.
B Donor Advised Fund: $1,000 and over
This fund will be distributed to charities based on the on-going advice
of the donor. It is a charitable holding account and remains open for
further deposits from thedonor.
B HOPE Chest —any sizeof gift
This genera account has been established through the generosity of
the estate of George Trittschuh and the foundation of Corning, Inc., for
the benefit of the people of Darke County. Distributions are made by

the Bequest Committee of the Board to local
charities. Gifts of any size may be given to
this genera account; they will be named for
aperiod of time. These guiddines now
established for the naming of gifts do not
affect those named gifts now in existence.

She aso taught English in Darke
County schools. She was a lifetime student,
having attended over 50 Elderhostels before
her death in 1994.

ra James Troutwine was a life long resident of Darke County, born in

1901 in Adams Township. He grew up in the country on Hollansburg-

Mr. Troutwine was President of Arcanum Federal Savings and
Loan in Arcanum (now Second Nationa Bank) for many years; had
numerous farms around Darke County and also was interested in
community service. The original bequest was to the Darke County
United Way, which transfered the funds to the HOPE Foundation for the
creation of a perpetual endowment.

Mr. Troutwine wanted to leave alegacy of good will to hislife long

friends of Darke County.
